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Beginning fall 2004, the Columbia Basin College 
Automotive Technology program will offer a 

redesigned state-of-the-art-training program.

In recent years, the automotive repair industry has 
changed substantially. Cars are electronically inte-
grated and shops want technicians who are busi-
ness and technology oriented. 

“We have brought our program 
into alignment with industry 
needs for well-prepared techni-
cians,” states Donna Campbell, 
executive dean for CBC Career 
and Workforce Development. 
“Raising the bar for those who 
want to be the best technicians 
in the industry.”

The program, which is current-
ly at capacity with 18 students, 
will move to a competitive entry 
process. Enrollment will be open 
once a year in the fall. Students 
will need to pass an assessment 
test and meet other criteria for 
entry. This one point of entry 
will strengthen the knowledge 
base of the cohort, with all stu-
dents learning the materials at 
the same time. 

CBC is working with autobody programs at Tri-Tech, 
Pasco and Richland high schools to provide artic-
ulation (a smooth transition) with their students. 
Successful students from these programs are able 
to participate in the Tech Prep Dual Credit Program 
enabling them to gain college credit to be applied 
to CBC’s Automotive program. 

Moreover, the curriculum has been modified to in-
clude an introductory course, eight extensive sub-
ject matters, and an eight-week summer internship. 
Students will work in local shops, exposing them to 
real world experience, with employers who poten-
tially could see them as future employees. 

“The strength of our program is that we’ve used 
industry partnerships in redevelopment of the pro-
gram. Gaining insight into the current and future 

needs of the automotive industry from CBC’s auto-
motive advisory board, made up of local employers 
“raised the bar” when redesigning the automotive 
program,” comments Campbell. 

Battery Store Lead Technician and CBC advisory 
board member, Daniel Rivas provided CBC insight 
into the skills needed for a successful mechanic. 

Rivas, who is also a 1992 CBC 
automotive tech graduate, pro-
vided a unique student and em-
ployer perspective. “Things have 
changed dramatically. Techni-
cians need to be well-rounded, 
being capable professionally, 
physically, and mentally,” states 
Rivas. “The new CBC curriculum 
and strong-minded instructors 
are ready to crank out top-of-the-
line technicians.”

Upon successful completion of 
the two-year program, students 
should have taken seven of eight 
tests to becoming an ASE Certi-
fied Master Automotive Techni-
cian. With the knowledge and 
experience gained through the 
automotive program and becom-

ing ASE certified, CBC students should be prepared 
to fill skilled mechanics positions. 

“Entry level technicians from this program can 
make $28,000 - $34,000 depending on experi-
ence. It’s up to them after that,” comments Rivas. 
As a master technician, one works mostly with 
computerized components and could make from 
$70,000-$100,000 a year.” (Detroit Free Press, 
July 23, 2003)
