Coming to CBC Winter Quarter 2009

Common Course Numbering (CCN) is a new program that makes commonly shared courses 
among Washington Community and Technical Colleges have the same course number and title.

Beginning winter quarter 2009, more than 500 CBC courses will have new numbers or titles 
because of CCN. Previous course numbers and/or titles are still applicable and their transferability 
is not affected.

The ampersand “&” is the symbol you will see in the catalog and quarterly schedules. This is 
the common course identifier recognized among Washington State Community and Technical 
Colleges.
