CAREER OPPORTUNITIES

Occupational therapy is a health care profession using purposeful activity 
(occupation) as a means of preventing, reducing, or overcoming physical, 
social, and emotional challenges in people of all ages. The occupational 
therapist utilizes practical activities to encourage the recovering patient's 
involvement in meaningful daily living. An occupational therapist works with 
individuals whose participation in life has been impaired by physical injury 
or 
illness, developmental or learning disabilities, psychological or emotional 
problems or the aging process. The occupational therapist 
carefully evaluates each person to determine physical and/or mental 
strengths and weaknesses. 

In conjunction with other health professionals, the occupational therapist develops a goal-oriented program using purposeful 
activities and adaptive equipment to correct identified problems, and to decrease limitations, build strengths, and ensure that 
life will be meaningful and productive.

Occupational therapists work in a variety of settings including:

· Hospitals

· Home health care
