Employment opportunities for persons with a bachelor's degree in
social work (BSW) include working with:

Many jobs are available to professional social workers, in particular those with a BSW or master's in social work (MSW), in
residential treatment, family counseling, private practice, school social work, hospital social work, managed care, research,
community organizing, human resource divisions in government and private industry, advocacy and lobbying, gerontology,
administration of human service programs and agencies, and the criminal justice system.

Social workers can continue their university education beyond a master's degree to a doctoral degree, which can be either a
doctorate in social work (DSW) or Ph.D.
